Towards
this effort, we have regular academic exchange programmes with the Loxford School of Science and
Technology which is our partner school in U. K. Mr. Pramod Shukla (Head of Maths Department) had a
truly enriching experience with the students and faculty of Loxford School during his visit. He engaged
them in enlightening and inspiring activities to understand Mathematics with the combined use of smart
classrooms and involved student participation. The paper folding activity for Grade 7 (Year 8 — high ability
group) on the topic “Law of Exponents” was applauded as it was a unique experience for them. On their
part, they prepared a Business Model workable in India which Mr. Shukla had to evaluate in the context
of its feasibility and profitability in the Indian economic scenario.
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
